3. To be eligible for nomination to the Legends Hall of Fame, the candidate must have been a
resident of Washington for a minimum of 25 years and have been involved in the wine industry
for a minimum of 25 years. Nominees can be working, retired or deceased. Individuals
nominated in 2008 will not be eligible again until 2010.

4. In addition to these minimum requirements, the selection committee will also consider: the
nominee’s impact on the wine industry, the nominee’s contribution to the industry and to the
community in which they have lived, as well as the historical and lasting significance the
individual leaves for future generations. Please limit additional information to one 8 72” x 11
sheet to be attached to the nomination form.

5. The 2009 Legends inductee will be notified and asked to be present at the Auction of
Washington Wines Gala Auction for acceptance of the award.
